Update on Statute of Legislation: 

  
      Stop the Markey Bill A2596/S2568 The Markey/Duane bill) will not 
prevent a single instance or sexual abuse anywhere. 
       The Markey/Duane Bill would waive a fundamental principle of 
American law- the statute of limitations- on civil lawsuits claiming abuse. 
Statute of limitations requires that claims be brought in a reasonable period of 
time after an incident so that evidence is still available and can be evaluated 
fairly. 
        The Markey/Duane Bill would slap a lawsuit magnet on the Catholic 
Church and other institutions, not the abusers themselves. The Catholic 
Church is the largest non-governmental provider of health care, education, and 
human services in New York State. This bill is a direct threat to these vital 
services. 
          The Markey/Duane Bill discriminates and creates two classes of 
victims, because it exempts public schools and other government entities. 
Despite the fact that there were 485 professional misconduct complaints 
against New York State teachers over 5 year period compared to 300 against 
Catholic clergy in 57 year period.  
    Pass the Lopez Bill A5708/S3107  
    The Lopez/Kruger Bill does what the public really wants- protects children 
from predators now and in the future by extending the statute of limitations 
for certain sex crimes committed against minors and amends the law to 
provide an equal treatment for all institutions. 
     The Lopez/Kruger Bill treats all victims equally by extending the statute of 
limitations to provide an equal opportunity for all victims to bring a claim.

From the Pastor 
April 12th, 2009 
Easter Sunday  
 

  “Jesus Christ, Our King, is Risen - Alleluia!” 
  
Dear Brothers and Sisters of St Jude Parish, 
 
      Today we rejoice with the whole Church throughout the world: not only with those here on 
earth, but together with the whole Communion of Saints and angels. With them, we offer thanks 
and praise to Almighty God for the gift of the resurrection of His beloved Son and our share in it.   
 
      Many people, even some Christians, are not aware that the central celebration of our holy 
faith is Easter – the Paschal Mystery: Christ’s passion (suffering), crucifixion, death and glorious 
resurrection. Because of its’ commercial appeal and hype, Christmas is often regarded as the most 
important celebration for the followers of Jesus Christ. But we know otherwise. 
 
      Throughout Lent, and especially in the last few days, many people have come to be cleansed 
of their sins in the sacrament of reconciliation and penance. It is a great grace for those who are 
confessing, receiving forgiveness and putting the devil to flight, but also a grace for the priest 
confessors – sinners themselves - who humbly stand in the place of Christ to dispense His 
boundless mercy. For some people, it had been decades since their last confession. What joy they 
experienced after being relieved of their heavy burdens, carried for years. Now they prepare to 
receive our Lord in Holy Communion in the State of Grace, after so long going without Him. 
Fear not: if you did not get to make a confession before Easter, we will still be hearing them after 
Easter and all year ‘round. The mercy of God knows no season, and the Father’s call to return to 
our spiritual home, the Church is always proclaimed. 
 
      In an Easter Homily by Melito of Sardis, he says on behalf of Christ: 
 
“…I have freed the condemned, brought the dead back to life, raised men from their graves. Who 
has anything to say against me? I, he said, am the Christ; I have destroyed death, triumphed over 
the enemy, trampled hell underfoot, bound the strong one, and taken men to the heights of 
heaven: I am the Christ. 
 
“Come, then, all you nations of men, receive forgiveness for the sins that defile you. I am your 
forgiveness. I am the Passover that brings salvation. I am the lamb who was immolated for you. I 
am your ransom, your life, your resurrection, your light, I am your salvation and your king. I will 
bring you to the heights of heaven. With my own right hand I will raise you up, and I will show 
you the eternal Father.” 
 
      This, then, is our great hope and that of the whole fallen world - a world that has no power to 
save itself without the help that can only come from God.  
 
      This is the day the Lord has made. Let us rejoice and be glad! Alleluia! Happy and Blessed

Dear Sisters and Brothers in Christ Jesus: 
 
“Speak, Mary, declaring what you saw wayfaring? The tomb of Christ Who is living, the glory of 
Jesus’ Resurrection”. 
The first disciple to discover the empty tomb on that wondrous morn, Mary, gave testimony.  Her 
testimony echoes the angel’s declaration: “Why look for the living among the dead?  He is risen 
as He said!”  All our hopes, all our dreams, all our searching, all our desires for something more, 
something better, something to make our lives what we yearn for have been answered!

Together as the Body of Christ we proclaim His 
Resurrection from the dead.  Together as this community of communion we are one in the Spirit 
of love that flows into us from “God Who is love”.  That love is gift and it is challenge.  It is gift 
of life and life eternal that makes us one with Him.  It is challenge to us and for us that we live in 
unity with Him and with one another.  The sign of our living the Easter mystery is not expressed 
in new clothes or Easter baskets.  It is witnessed by our mutual commitment to live as one body 
and to build one another up in a unity of respect, understanding and love.  This will be the proof 
that we have received and put into practice the new life He has given us. 
In these times of special challenges in our communities, our nation and the world, Easter hope 
opens up for us the possibility of moving beyond our fascination with more “things”.  It calls us 
to re-set our priorities and place heart and home, marriage and family ahead of this world’s 
values.  It calls us to live in this world witnessing that we live what we believe, that the Lord has 
a more wondrous and lasting place for us in heaven.   
The great Doctor of the Church, St. Athanasius, tells us, “Christ assures those who trust in the 
charity of God that the way of love is open to all and that the effort to establish a universal 
brotherhood will not be in vain.  This love is not something reserved for ‘important matters’, but 
must be exercised above all in the ordinary circumstances of daily life”. 
May the Easter message dwell in the hearts of us all as we witness His life and love to one and 
all.  Christ is risen!  Alleluia!  Happy Easter to you my dear sisters and brothers in Christ.
