From the Pastor

‘Goings-On’ at St. Jude

The school fall term is already over a month underway, and our parish Faith Formation classes have now
begun as well. Since participation in Sunday and Holy Day Mass is one of the most basic foundations of Catholic
living, Mass attendance is a requirement for anyone in our parish religious education program. If one does not come
to Jesus in Holy Mass, the center of Catholic life, then the rest of the sacramental life falls apart. No one is forced to
come to Faith Formation classes or to Mass. As I have told the students who are in confirmation preparation (in the
presence of their parents) “If you don’t want to do this, you don’t have to be here. Don’t lie to God. Be here because
you want the Holy Spirit in your life. Otherwise, come back when you are mature enough to say ‘Yes’ to Jesus in your
life.” Though easy-going, I don’t negotiate well on this point.

As you may recall, last year we had implemented a coupon system in which our young people deposited their
Mass attendance slips in a box in the church narthex. This year, we are going a little more high-tech, and hopefully
smoother, with bar-code attendance slips that will be given in at the time of the Offertory. So as to minimize confusion
– though there will always be some – when the ushers take up the regular collection following the Prayer of the
Faithful, additional baskets (without handles) will be passed from person-to-person for our young people to deposit
their bar-code slips. These baskets are only for the bar codes. Any second collection will  now be taken up  after
communion; and once the Blessed Sacrament has been placed in the tabernacle. This may take a few weeks to get
used to, and so your patience is appreciated. We will evaluate the system over the course of the next couple of
months. 

The moving of any second collection (when there is one) to after Communion will  help us to focus on
bringing and offering ourselves at the altar, along with the gifts of bread and wine for the Holy Sacrifice. Some minor
musical adjustments will need to be made to facilitate our deeper participation at this very important part of the Mass.
Stay tuned.

Also, in an effort to keep the religious education fee low for parishioners (it is currently $70/year – one of the
lowest in the Diocese) and parish expenses down, this year we are asking our students to cover and keep their religion
textbooks in good condition, and voluntarily return them at the end of the term, so that we may be able to get several
years out of them. Instead of ordering new books for everyone each year and having to raise the fee accordingly, we
may only have to raise the amount modestly. For comparison, a number of parishes are in the $150/year fee range and
one I know of is over $300. If books can be returned and reused, (just like in school) we can all save. 

The new texts and workbooks we are using are the Ignatius Press Faith and Life Series. Our catechists are
really happy to have them, because they are very clear and orthodox and present Catholic teaching well. I am quite
pleased with this change and trust that our students will benefit greatly from them.

On another topic, we had an unfortunate incident this week: Late Tuesday night/early Wednesday morning
someone or several persons vandalized our St. Jude Shrine, breaking glass candles, starting a small fire, melting a
plastic container and causing other damage. I had been advised to lock the shrine at night, but I know (since I often
see and hear them during the night) that many people visit our shrine to ask the help of our patron, St. Jude, and I
wanted to keep it open for all who come. 

Since this disturbing occurrence, and at the further urging of the police, the shrine will have to be locked at
night for security until and unless we come up with another solution. My apologies, but this is far from the first
incident, and it is a matter of protecting our parishioners and our property.

I had more to write, but the bulletin company just called that I’m running past the deadline (it has been a busy
day – I hope not too many typos), so until next week…
