Last Saturday night at the Easter Vigil Mass here at St. Jude, six new members of the Catholic 
Church were baptized. Another three were received into the Church from other Christian 
communions, and another eight previously baptized Catholics were confirmed with them. 
Except for one person who had already received first Communion, they all then completed 
their sacraments with first reception of the Holy Eucharist. It was a joy-filled night, not only 
for those who were now fully initiated at that celebration along with their sponsors, but for 
all of us who participated with them. My gratitude to all who put forth their efforts to make 
the parish grounds, the church, and the Sacred Liturgy so beautiful.

The night started with a little more excitement than desired, and I take full responsibility 
for the Easter fire in the narthex being too powerful. Though it posed no danger, the heat 
it generated set off the alarm just before the singing of the Easter Proclamation. I must 
consequently apologize to our mechanical contractor who had gotten the air conditioning 
up and running in case Easter Sunday’s temperature soared. I thought they had not done 
their job, but it was the alarm system which cut the power to the a/c units, as it is designed 
to do. What can I say? We live, and we learn! Thanks be to God, no one was hurt in the 
least. 

Also, on behalf of the parish, I thank our Grand Knight, Benny Schiraldi, all the K of C 
brothers, the ladies, and youths who set-up, cooked, baked, served, and cleaned-up every 
week for our “Lenten Friday Fish Fry.” (Try to say that 10 times fast!) It was a wonderful 
success which also generated revenue for the Philomena Fino Memorial Fund (sponsored 
by the Rosary-Altar Society), Deacon Ken Geoghan, and the parish. Most importantly, it 
brought people together for a very enjoyable time. The community spirit here at St. Jude 
just keeps growing. Praise God! Thank you to all who made those evenings so enjoyable. 

Additionally, our annual Easter Fair on March 27th was quite successful. Susan Fumai and 
her team made it an enjoyable, and profitable, occasion. The Easter Bunny was very popular 
and more than 120 youngsters lined up to get their photo taken with him (her?). All those 
who helped organize, cook, bake, and work with the vendors did a great job. Well, four 
months or so off, and the Christmas Fair preparations will begin again. 

But let us not rush the season, since we are still in the Octave of Easter, and should continue 
to bask in the glory of the Resurrection of our Savior, knowing that we are invited to share 
in His eternal life. We celebrate our Lord, who is The Divine Mercy, and thank Him for 
calling us to membership in His Holy Catholic Church. How blessed are we to have a share 
in the sacramental life. Let us pray that the fruits of our Lenten sacrifices will continue to 
manifest themselves in the return of many to the unfathomable love and mercy of the good 
God.

Easter 2010 

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 

“YES.  CHRIST MY HOPE IS ARISEN! 
HAVE MERCY, VICTOR KING, EVER REIGNING” 

 The perennial hymn of joy, the Sequence Hymn of Easter Mass, expresses our faith in the Son of God 
who rose from the dead that first Easter morn, the hope of every Christian who embraces His life in His Church 
and the confidence we place in the Eternal One who is risen and reigns forever as the victorious Son at the right 
hand of the Father of merciful love. 

 Even in the midst of darkness and sin, even in times of trouble and sorrow, even when the Church and 
our beloved Holy Father, Pope Benedict XVI, are being vilified by evil forces and false accusations aimed at 
undermining the Church, we are one in our proclamation of faith, our cry of hope, our embrace of the cross 
which leads to the everlasting Sunday of Easter glory.  This Easter, as every Easter, we proclaim the triumph of 
light over darkness, the victory of life over death, the fulfillment of a promise made by God that can never be 
extinguished, never be destroyed. 

 This Easter, at the Saturday eve Vigil and the Sunday Masses, you, the good people of our Diocese, will 
gather in our parishes to join with me and my brother priests in celebrating the Resurrection of Our Lord and 
Savior Jesus Christ.  Catechumens will receive the Easter sacraments, candidates will be admitted into full 
communion and you and I will renew our own baptismal commitment through the Easter Creed that expresses 
what together we believe.  As we hear God’s Word proclaimed, we spiritually join Mary Magdalene at the 
empty tomb and we believe with Peter and John and the whole Church that He is risen, He is truly risen!  As we 
gather around the altar of sacrifice, we enter into the holy of holies, where Christ, the eternal Son of God, is 
once again the priest who offers Himself, the victim slain and the Head who call us, His Body, to share in His 
sacramental body and blood and become ever more the one body of Christ on earth. 

 Ours is the greatest gift anyone can ever receive: life in Christ.  His life unites us and makes us His 
Body, the Church.  We are one and we must always strive to maintain that unity and witness it to the world.  No 
one who gathers with us to celebrate Easter should ever be an instrument of disunity.  No one who is united to 
Christ can be in disharmony with His Church.  For He who is risen has broken down the barriers and made us all 
one in Him.
